For
almost ten years now, Mroué has been col -
lecting material he deems ‘worthless’,
carefully organizing, indexing and pre-
serving it from damage. The material is
constituted of cut-outs from local news-
papers, photographs, interviews, news
stories, excerpts from television pro-
grams, objects and other items, ulti-
mately amounting to what resembles an
archive, or rather a real archive that
emanates exclusively from himself and
from the spaces in his apartment.

a complex systemof meandering narra-

tions.

Insodoing, he questions the veracity and
cogency of the archive documents as much
as he negotiates the validity of the
reconstruction ‘reality’.

The tragedy competition was the first part
the Greek dramatic competitions where the
playwrights at the time competed with each
other. Aeschylus entered many of the trag-
edy competitions and with his poetic prow-
ess that was unrivaled during his heyday,
he won the first prizewith his dramatic
trilogies. However, with the appearance
of Sophocles, his plays suffered defeat in
the competition. This experience of
defeat was so painful to the playwright
that he Teft his country, Greece, and

settled in Sicily where he died.

As it has beenmentioned before, this
production was inspired by the great Greek
playwright whose 1ife beganwith the nas-
cent art of tragedy. Aeschylus was the
first playwright tomold the genre of
tragedy as it began, and it was his imagi-
nation that developed the genre of tragedy
which brought him fame and happiness;
however, when he had to face defeat in the
competition that built his reputation,
his Tife became more tragic than his own
plays, and it is this real tragic moment
that became the cornerstone of this pro-

duction.

This video production of Tragedy Competi-

tion introduces 11 actors, and each of

them is placed in a made-up situation with
which they must figure out a way to deal
with their own interpretation. It is up to
the actors to stay within the situationor
leave, but the Tast actor to continue to
speak and cry becomes the winner of the
competition.

Inaddition, both the rehearsals and
the performance took place in the produc-
tion hall of former textile factory that
could soon be torn down as part of Bei-
jing’s rapid modernization, as had thou-
sands of such production halls before it.
The superbly fit farm laborers, who can to
the city when they lTost hope that condi-
tions would improve at home, are the sup-
porting pillars of this modernization.
The performance was initiated and organ-
ized by choreographer Wen Hui, artists
Song Dong and Yin Xiuzhen, and myself. We
invited 10 professional dancers and
actors, three of them (a French woman and
two Americans) foreigners studying in
Beijing, as well as 30 farm laborers work-
ing on building sites in Beijing whose
solewish as first was to be paid 30 Yuan a
day, which we promptly did. It was only
some time Tater that they discovered that
they, the Towest of the Tow, would be
